Note 1. General information

Lendermarket Limited is a company limited by shares incorporated and registered in the Republic of Ireland. The
registered number of the company is 585178. The registered office of the company is Coliemore House, Coliemore Road,
Dalkey, Co. Dublin, Ireland which is also the principal place of business of the company. The principal activity of the
company is online business. The financial statements have been presented in Euro (€) which is also the functional
currency of the company.

Note 2. Summary of significant accounting policies

The following accounting policies have been applied consistently in dealing with items which are considered material in
relation to the company financial statements.

Statement of compliance

The financial statements of the company for the financial period from 29 June 2019 until 29 December 2020 have been
prepared in accordance with the provisions of FRS 102 Section 1A (Small Entities) and the Companies Act 2014. These
are the company's first set of financial statements prepared in accordance with FRS 102.

Basis of preparation

The financial statements have been prepared on the going concern basis and in accordance with the historical cost
convention except for certain properties and financial instruments that are measured at revalued amounts or fair values,
as explained in the accounting policies below. Historical cost is generally based on the fair value of the consideration
given in exchange for assets. The financial reporting framework that has been applied in their preparation is the
Companies Act 2014 and FRS 102 "The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland"
Section 1A, issued by the Financial Reporting Council.

The company qualifies as a small company as defined by section 280A of the Companies Act 2014 in respect of the
financial period, and has applied the rules of the ‘Small Companies Regime’ in accordance with section 280C of the
Companies Act 2014 and Section 1A of FRS 102.

Turnover
Turnover comprises the invoice value of goods supplied by the company, exclusive of trade discounts and value added
tax.

Trade and other debtors

Trade and other debtors are initially recognised at fair value and thereafter stated at amortised cost using the effective
interest method less impairment losses for bad and doubtful debts except where the effect of discounting would be
immaterial. In such cases the receivables are stated at cost less impairment losses for bad and doubtful debts.

Trade and other creditors
Trade and other creditors are initially recognised at fair value and thereafter stated at amortised cost using the effective
interest rate method, unless the effect of discounting would be immaterial, in which case they are stated at cost.

Taxation

Current tax represents the amount expected to be paid or recovered in respect of taxable profits for the financial period
and is calculated using the tax rates and laws that have been enacted or substantially enacted at the Balance Sheet
date.

Foreign currencies

Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the rates of exchange ruling at the
Balance Sheet date. Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of historical cost in a foreign currency are
translated at the rates of exchange ruling at the date of the transaction. Non-monetary items that are measured at fair
value in a foreign currency are translated using the exchange rates at the date when the fair value was determined. The
resulting exchange differences are dealt with in the Income Statement.

Financial instruments accounting policy

The company only enters into basic financial instrument transactions that result in the recognition of financial assets and
liabilities like trade and other debtors and creditors, loans from banks and other third parties, loans to related parties and
investments in non-puttable ordinary shares.

Debt instruments (other than those wholly repayable or receivable within one year), including loans and other accounts
receivable and payable, are initially measured at present value of the future cash flows and subsequently at amortised
cost using the effective interest method. Debt instruments that are payable or receivable within one year, typically trade
debtors and creditors, are measured, initially and subsequently, at the undiscounted amount of the cash or other
consideration expected to be paid or received. However, if the arrangements of a short-term instrument constitute a
financing transaction, like the payment of a trade debt deferred beyond normal business terms or financed at a rate of
interest that is not a market rate or in the case of an out-right short-term loan not at market rate, the financial asset or
liability is measured, initially, at the present value of the future cash flow discounted at a market rate of interest for a
similar debt instrument and subsequently at amortised cost.

Financial assets that are measured at cost and amortised cost are assessed at the end of each reporting period for
objective evidence of impairment. If objective evidence of impairment is found, an impairment loss is recognised in the
Statement of comprehensive income.

For financial assets measured at amortised cost, the impairment loss is measured as the difference between an asset's
carrying amount and the present value of estimated cash flows discounted at the asset's original effective interest rate. If
a financial asset has a variable interest rate, the discount rate for measuring any impairment loss is the current effective
interest rate determined under the contract.

For financial assets measured at cost less impairment, the impairment loss is measured as the difference between an
asset's carrying amount and best estimate of the recoverable amount, which is an approximation of the amount that the
company would receive for the asset if it were to be sold at the reporting date.

Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount reported in the Statement of financial position when there is
an enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net basis or to realise the
asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Research and development

Development expenditure is written off in the same financial period unless the director is satisfied as to the technical,
commercial and financial viability of individual projects. In this situation, the expenditure is deferred and amortised over
the period from which the company is expected to benefit. Amortization rate is 10 years.

Ordinary share capital
The ordinary share capital of the company is presented as equity.
